SYNOD BACKS CALLS TO CLOSE THE NATIONAL WEALTH GAP 

 

Diocesan Synod has backed two motions born of the Christian imperative to support poor 
and disadvantaged people.  Both motions will now go for debate by General Synod and were 
brought to Ashville College, Harrogate, on Saturday by the Inner Bradford Deanery. 
 

The first was proposed by John Wright and questioned how Anglicans might better follow 
Jesus' deeds and words when engaging with the poor: 
 

"That this Diocesan Synod call on the Archbishop's Council to commission a study that 
explores (a) the reasons why, in contrast to Jesus, the Church of England is generally less 
effective in communicating with, and attracting people from, more disadvantaged 
communities and (b) ways of addressing and reversing this situation." 
 

In a presentation to support the motion, Angus McNab, outreach co-ordinator at St Peter's, 
Shipley, told how increased poverty meant he was "scared for the future of my children.  
"Scared, because I see the fracture lines in our country's wealth."  He called for new 
conversations and actions to further "compassion, community and the common good." 
 

Revd Andrew Dixon of Armley Deanery told how there was 30% male unemployment in some 
localities under his ministry and that poverty was a barrier for some who wish to enter lay 
ministry.  He said a woman parishioner who wanted to become a lay reader had "packed it 
in" after a year as she could not afford the time to complete the full three year course.  A 
university standard is now required and the bar is far too high.  "I fully support this motion", 
he said. 
 

Revd Brunel James, also from Armley, called for easier learning pathways for the laity as, in 
his view, it was usually only "the more respectable people in the community" who could afford 
to give time to the church.  What we often fail to grasp is that church membership is a leisure 
activity, he said. 
 

Whilst the motion came from Inner Bradford, it was also noted that rural poverty was an 
equally serious problem to be considered in any debate by General Synod. 
 

The second motion was also proposed by John Wright and focused on financial inequality:  
"That this Diocesan Synod calls upon the General Synod to debate a motion in the following 
form:  
 

"That this Synod call on Her Majesty's Government (and all political parties) to adopt an explicit 
policy of reducing the wealth gap between the rich and the poor and the disadvantages that flow 
from it." 

 

Revd Canon Kathryn Fitzsimmons spoke for the motion by 
comparing her experiences in schools from economically 
contrasting areas of Leeds: "I want the kids from Gipton to 
have the same opportunities for Loving, Living, Learning as 
the kids in Oakwood," she said.

Dear Friends,

season starts ag ain (is it earlier every year?)  and thereôs plenty of 

With the good weather (??!?) maybe some 
of you will also be out and about playing some sport, even if only 
a kick about on the beach or badminton in the garden.  
 

Is all this sport a good thing?  Or is it a distraction?   Is it just 

entertainment, or the whi pping up of partisan sentiments, or is 
expressing something deeper and more worthy in our human 
psyche?

Triathlon Series and many of our friends participated in the 
amateurs races, whilst we all enjoyed t he thrill of watching the 
quickest triathletes in the world competing.   That evening at SYNC 

(the Oakwood Church young peopleôs group) we watched a video 
from Christians in Sport  -  testimonies from leading sports men and 
women about the way that faith inte racted with their sporting 

ambition and achievement.  For some, sport allowed them to 
express their faith in a good God who created all things and to 
share the good news of following Jesus.  For others, faith in Jesus 

as Saviour had brought them beyond an unhealthy obsession with 
sporting success and media celebrity to a more grounded and 
centred understanding of their sporting endeavours.  
 

At its best, sport is an outworking of the God -given  desire to 
delight in creation -   
 

 ñGreat are the works of the  Lord,  
 studied by all who delight in  them.ò  Psalm 111:2  

 
Sport is a form of play which does need to have a purpose beyond 
itself, but instead the aim is to enjoy and explore the physic al 



talents God has given to us -  and to push our own abilities to 
stretch  for new achievement.  Sport is also a way to explore 

working together in teams and to deal constructively with 
competition and the reality of some succeeding to greater heights 
at certain activities than others.  Whether watching or participating 

we can p lay and experiment at  the basics of human community -  
practise how to live together well as both teams and competitors.  
Even if things go wrong in sport, at least in this playful arena we 

are able to talk about difficulties and see how in the real wo rld w e 
might work through them -  the ball tampering by the Australian 
cricketers earlier this year helped us all reflect on the importance 

of honesty and integrity in our personal and public lives.  
 

I hope in these summer months, that even if you are not a spor ts 
fan you might find yourself looking at the world in a different way 

because of a sporting achievement you have witnessed, or even 
taken part in.  I hope that you may be encouraged, ch allenged and 
inspired by sport.  Right now, Iôm off to catch up with the World 

Cup highlights!

¶ 524 hot meals  (more than  6,200 meals  per  year ) and

The food giv en out at our drop - in is a vital life line for people who 

have little or no access to food else wher e.  At the same  time our 
drop - in opens a vital social space in which people for whom meet -

ing in a café is unthink able.  
 

Our aim has been to cre ate a space that ser vice users can feel at 
ease in and take own ership of.  To this end they are encour aged 
to get inv olved in run ning the ser vice, from man ning the recep tion 

desk to p repar ing food in the kit chen.  
 

Desti tute asylum seekers are one of the most mar gin al ised and 
excluded groups liv ing in Bri tain today.  Isol ated linguistic ally, cul -
tu rally  and socially, they fre quent  a world where rumour and fear 

over -shadow and often play to great a part in peopleôs choices.  In 
provid ing a little for peopleôs immediate needs, our drop - in also 
opens a win dow through which our ser vice users are  able  find out

Have you ever wondered how 
man y unwanted foreign coins 

there must be just sitting in 
pockets, wal lets, purses and 
even ashtrays?  

 

So many people travel abroad these days and return home with a 

few cents and euros , roubles and dollars etc  and lots of bits and 
pieces of change all left over from their holidays. Much of it 
(especially coins) canôt be converted back into Sterling on your 

return.   Imagine how much it must all be worth ï and it can be 
used for the benefit of Leeds Samaritans!  
 

As a charity Leeds Samaritans routinely collect foreign currency, 
both coins and notes (and out of date British and foreign currency 
too) and arrange for conversion through a third party to give us 

the sterling equivalent for our charitable purposes.  
 

In 20 17 the  Leeds Branch of Samaritans made over £70 0 from 
collecting such coins and notes and we continue  to raise money in 
this way.  
 

Every year, Samaritans receives over 5.7 million contacts from 

people who need to talk ï thatôs one call every six seconds . But 
we cannot provide our service without our tr ained, unpaid 
volunteers, o r indeed the money to keep our B ranches open. In 

Leeds it costs us £48,000  a year to maintain our Branch and this 
is all raised from events and collections such as this, by the same 
volunteers who take those calls.  
 

So é over to you; and your family, friends, work colleagues, 
anyone  ï let us have your bits and pieces of coinage and give our 

currency conversion counting colleagues a real headache for us!  
 

It really ñMoney for nothingò.

John Wesley encouraged different kinds of small group 
to develop, so that both leaders and members of the 

societies could receive support and challenge in their 
faith.  
 

These groups, called 'classes', met regularly, and the 
idea was to be  accountable to each other about how each 

person was living the Christian life. So people had to be 
very open and willing to be changed by the experience.  
 

In the twentieth century it became less common for 

classes to meet in this way but recently many Met hodists 
have been trying to reclaim the tradition.  
 

The supportive small group has been found to be one of 

the most powerful ways for people to feel that they 
belong, and to learn, grow and expand their 
opportunities for Christian conversation about the th ings 

that matter.
